This, combined with the region’s typical diatomaceous 
earth, adds distinct intensity to the fruit.

Rita’s Crown is intriguing and unusually complex, featuring a 
dichotomy of flavor. Rich dark fruits and herbal forest floor 
notes combine to showcase a round and luscious palate of 
appealing texture. Layered, elegant, and decadent, it’s a wine 
with true soul.
